The Unlawful Internet Gambling Enforcement Act (UIGEA) allows for a financial institution to rely on a letter from a payment system operator for compliance.

The final rule published by the Federal Reserve Board and the Department of Treasury provides that a participant in a designated payment system shall be considered in compliance with the rule if it relies on and complies with the Blocking Procedures of its designated payment system designed in accordance with the Act.

In accordance with 12CFR Section 233.5 (2)(c), JHA Payment Processing Solutions as an operator in the payment system and in accordance with the Card Associations policies, procedures and customer financial institution defined parameters has implemented such policies and procedures for identifying and blocking or otherwise preventing or prohibiting restricted transactions as identified by the Unlawful Internet Gambling Enforcement Act .
